Some Resp Orgs which carry your
traffic have insisted that your

numbers be released to them for
routing with the understanding that
they will release them back to your
Resp Org ID when they're finished.

ATL is able to route your numbers
without moving them out of your

Resp Org.

If there is a new map, the carrier can
release one number to us, and we
can replicate the map on all the
affected numbers.

If they insist on doing the routing,
we’ll release the numbers, but we
will charge you to release them, and
sometimes there’s a delay in getting
the numbers back.

If you are having problems, have the
carrier conference ATL on with you
and we will try to resolve them.
