And what's
the impact of the Solicitor
General’s resignation?

The FCC order that required the
RBOC’s to provide facilities for
competitive companies expired
June 15, 2004. One newspaper
called it “remonopolizing the
market.”

AT&T will no longer offer local
service in six states as a result off
the ruling. On June 23 AT&T said
“the reversal of local competition
policy by the administration will
permit the Bell companies to raise
wholesale rates as early as
November.”

Public opinion is overwhelmingly

against limiting competition for

local phone service and the
increase in cost which is expected
to result.
