Tips for Managing Your Toll-Free Numbers

We are getting closer to the
launch of the new SMS system,
which is set to go live on April
3, 2006. Although not all the
details are available yet it is
clear that there will be big
changes. ATL’s pricing for
work like reserving large blocks
of numbers and changing
carriers on long lists of numbers
will be dramatically reduced.

Stand-by for updates. We will
be doing guest testing in January
and should know a lot more

then.
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Only 8 percent of the homes had
a telephone. A three-minute call
from Denver to New York City
cost eleven dollars.

One man said he had a phone in
his office, but it was too
dangerous to have one in his
home.
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Recently we sent a memo to all
our clients who use the 0110
code, sometimes called DID
routing. It advised those clients
that an SMS-47 form had to be
completed if ATL is going to

build records wusing 0110
routing.

Although the deadline has been
postponed indefinitely, we are
still requiring the forms. If you

are terminating calls on lines
belonging to CLECs, you are
required to have a form

completed for each CLEC you
buy from. From now on we will

require that the form be received
before we process any new or
change orders using the 0110
code.

There are currently 8,100,325
toll-free numbers in the Spare
pool. There has been very little
change in recent months. In fact,
when there’s a dip in the
business cycle and businesses
close and release their toll-free
numbers, the pool sometimes
actually increases. The pool is
projected to last until about
2010. Therefore, it is highly
unlikely that another NPA will
be opened in the next few years.
